Easter Egg Raffle

[image: image5.wmf]Next Thursday 10th April 2025 we will be running our annual Easter Egg Raffle where pupils buy one ticket for £1 and their name goes into a raffle to win a chocolate egg. Please purchase a ticket for your child via ParentPay.   We are unable to accept any cash donations.   This is limited to one ticket per child only. The deadline date to enter the raffle is Wednesday, 9th April, to ensure all entries can be verified in time for the draw the following morning. Thank you to those of you who have, or intend to, donate Easter Eggs for the raffle as they are greatly appreciated.
Easter Egg Competition

Next Thursday, 10th April, we will be holding our Easter Egg Competition.  Pupils need to bring their entry into their class on the morning of the competition.  We ask for a donation of £1 (maximum of 1 entry per pupil) which is payable through ParentPay.  We are unable to accept any cash donations.  All entries will be collected from classes and displayed on the appropriate year group tables in the hall.  FOR JUDGING PURPOSES PLEASE PUT THE TITLE AND YOUR CHILD’S YEAR GROUP ON THE FRONT OF THE ENTRY AND YOUR CHILD’S NAME ON THE BACK.  This ensures that judging is totally anonymous. 
Year 3 Swimming

Please can we remind parents that Year 3 will be swimming every day, week commencing 7th March 25. Pupils require a plain dark one-piece swimming costume/ plain dark swimming trunks (not shorts), swimming cap and towel. Swimming caps can be purchased on ParentPay and are priced at £1.50.  Can we please ask that on swimming days that children come to school wearing underwear and not swimwear as we have had pupils forget their underwear on a number of occasions.
Free School Meals (FSM)

Since 1 April 2018, all existing FSM claimants have continued to receive FSM whilst Universal Credit is rolled out. This applied even if their household earnings rose above the thresholds during that time, this protection helped to prevent any children from losing FSM entitlement during this roll out period.  This FSM Universal Credit Transitional Protection will however end on 31st March 2025 and the changes for existing and new claimants are as follows:

Existing FSM claimants from 31 March 2025, any existing FSM claimant will continue to be protected until the end of their current phase of education for example end of primary school or secondary school. Any existing claimants that no longer meet the eligibility criteria at that point because their income is above the threshold and will no longer be eligible to receive FSM.  All current FSM year 6 children will be re-checked for FSM eligibility before they move into year 7.  If a child is re-checked and not entitled to FSM, then the entitlement will stop, and the parent will be informed that they no longer qualify.
New applications after 1 April 2025 for new applications from 1 April 2025 the school will be checking eligibility to claim FSM and if they are eligible then we will notify the parent.  As protections no longer exist for new awards of FSM from 1st April 2025, we will conduct regular eligibility checks and end FSM entitlements that no longer meet the eligibility criteria.
It is important therefore that we are provided with parents’ National Insurance Numbers and dates of birth for the checks to be carried out.  
Staffing Changes

As you are aware Mrs Ridley took over as Deputy Head after Christmas and has remained in our Year 5 class as their teacher.  The demands of Mrs Ridley’s new role however has meant that she has had a lot of time out of class which has been covered using agency supply teachers. In view of the above, and to resume continuity, we have appointed a new permanent teacher who is able to start with us after the Easter holidays and will teach in our Year 5 class supported initially by Mrs Ridley.  Our new teacher is very experienced and comes highly recommended from her current school. We would like therefore to take this opportunity on behalf of our parents, staff and school community to welcome Miss Walker to Holy Trinity Primary. 
School Meal Changes

If your child is wishing to change their meal arrangement after the Easter holidays, please email your request to admin2@hpoolholytrinity.org.uk before we break up for Easter.  Reminder school meals are priced at £2.65 per day (£13.25 a week) and are payable through ParentPay.
